Scripture:  

 
Matthew 5: 43-48  43 You have heard that it was said, “Love your neighbour. Hate your 
enemy” 44 But here is what I tell you. Love your enemies. Pray for those who hurt you. 45 

Then you will be children of your Father who is in heaven. He causes the sun to shine on evil 
people and good people. He sends rain on those who do right and those who don’t. 46 If you 

love those who love you, what reward will get you? Even the tax collectors do that. 47 If you 
greet only your own people, what more are you doing than others? Even people who are 

ungodly do that. 48 So be perfect, just as your Father in heaven is perfect. (NIRV) 
 

Message: 
 
No one wants to love their enemies. It is easier to shun them and turn our backs on them. 

However, verse 44 says to love your enemies. It goes further to say that you must pray for 
those who hurt you. What do you accomplish when you only love those who love you? Anyone 

can do that. You must go the extra distance to love everyone, whether they love you or not.  
Jesus loves everyone and died so that all can have eternal life.  

 

When you can love all people, even your enemies, then you will be children of God. To be 
perfect, just as your Father in heaven is perfect is to love one another with the love of the 

Lord. So reach out in love, reach out in support of your brother and sister who need the love of 
the Lord.
