Colossians 1:23a But you must keep your faith steady and firm. You 

must not move away from the hope the good news holds out to you. 

This is the good news that you heard. (NIRV) 
 

Message: 
 

God is always faithful to us. He carries out His promises to us at all 

times in that when He says He will do something, He does it. God 

has made many promises to us and He keeps them.
